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Our Mid-Autumn Festival and 10-Year Anniversary of the Chinese Association of Southampton(CAS) celebration
event was a big success, held on Sunday 11th Oct. 2009 - at the University of Southampton.

Over 350 people attended the celebration including over 30 distinguished guests from various organizations.
Counsellor Xu Lin from Chinese Embassy in London, Mr Kam Ip, the Chairman from Portsmouth Chinese
Association, and Ms Miaodi He, the Chairperson from Woking Chinese Association also joined our celebration.
Our Chairwoman Ping Hua reported back regarding her exciting trip to Beijing where she attended the grand
celebration of the 60th Anniversary of the founding of the People ’s Republic of China in her welcome speech.
Counsellor Lin also delivered a short congratulatory speech. The celebration was followed by a Lion dance and
cultural performances. There were displays showing the achievement of the Association over the past 10 years.
The association would like to thank everyone who contributed to the success of the association for the past years
and also thanks to the people who make the celebration possible through contributing monetary donations, food,
raffle prizes and their time.

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The association was formed at the end of 1999 and registered as a charity in 2002. CAS has achieved a lot
since its establishment through serving the local Chinese community; it remains an association which acts as an
important bridge connecting the local Chinese community to wider communities within and beyond the
Southampton area. The association was awarded £60,000 from the National Lottery in 2003 for a three-year
project and subsequently funded by Southampton City Council. The funding enabled the association to employ a
part time development worker, who worked on a project which aimed at helping the Chinese elderly and their
carers to be able to gain access to essential services and entitlements, leading to their greater participation in
community life.  This project has been a great success. The main services provided by the association included
weekly drop in sessions, monthly mass programmes, continual information/advice/language interpretation/nome
visits/victim support service and networking with statutory and voluntary agencies. Over the last six years,
more than 20 mass programmes have been carried out annually with a yearly attendance of more than 1000
people. The number of people using our services, especially the elderly (over 50s), has increased steadily.
Organisations, both statutory and voluntary, have also made use of our functions and events to reach out to the

Chinese community, which has led to better consultation procedures taking place and also the needs and
concerns of the Chinese community better identified and met.

The other main achievement of the association is promoting Chinese Culture, art and tradition within and beyond
the Southampton area, providing learning opportunities in Chinese culture and art for the young generation.
The association's Phoenix Arts Group ( a Chinese music and dance group), the first such ethnic minority arts
group working with mainstream music institutions, has made great contributions towards cultural diversity and
earned recognition among communities and organisations locally and around the UK. The impact created by the
group via numerous high standard cultural events does not only benefit the Chinese community, but also the
wider general public.
